During the Grand Finale, Massed Bands will offer up King Cotton, The Thunderer, and The Washington Post March. This is a program marked by energy, excitement, and brilliant brass playing. The concert profiles the arranging skills of several members of the Lexington Brass Band, including Michael West, or Frankfort, KY, and Dr. Louis Bourgois, a member of the music faculty at Kentucky State University. 

The Lexington Brass Band, now in its 18th season, ranks among the finest of its kind in North America. It will be making its 9th appearance at the GABBF.  In addition to its annual concert series, the band has been featured at a variety of major music and brass festivals, including the Midwest Band and Orchestra Clinic, the International Trumpet Guild Conference, and the Gala Concert of the North American Brass Band Association.  In 2000 the band took a heralded tour of England, and featured as the guest band at the All England Brass Band Championships.  Members of the band are drawn from the brass faculty of area universities, school music educators, and wide range of other professions.  The director of the band, Ronald W. Holz, Professor of Music at Asbury University, is an internationally renowned scholar, author, and conductor in the field of brass band music and literature.
